MODEL FOR SUSTAINABLE SELF-RELIANT RURAL ECONOMY 

AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT

We have developed a simple, easy, economic and indigenous technology called Pareek Earthworm Eco-Technology which works on simple principles of ecology i.e. natural ecosystem and  is one stroke solution of most of the  control, poverty, unemployment, upliftment of rural poor, poor fertility of soil, increasing wastelands, scarcity of water for irrigation, increasing bills of electricity and diesel of the farmers, saving of foreign exchange, more use of chemical pesticides, poor health of laborers, farmers, common man and the whole nation and help to develop Pollution free, Clean and Healthy, Self-reliant, Wealthy and Prosperous villages and nation as a whole. 

There are following benefits of adopting our model

1. By our Pareek Earthworm Eco Technology all types of biodegradable rural or urban and 

    industrial wastes can be converted into very good quality organic manure (Complete balanced 
    plant food) i.e. one kg of waste can be converted into one Rupee. So a huge amount of money 
    can be generated from wastes (From cow-dung of one cow Rs.4000/-  to Rs.10,000/- can be 
    generated annually) and large number of unemployed youths and rural women can be self 
    employed.

2. Farmers can be debt free and suicide cases will be decreased because firstly, they will 

    generate money out of waste. Secondly their expenses on chemical fertilizers, pesticides, 
    electricity bills, diesel bills will be reduced by 50%. Thirdly, they will get more prices for 
    their produces which will be more healthy and tasty. Fourthly, they can also export their 
    organic produces.

3. All the rural, unemployed youth, retired people and rural woman can be self employed.

4. 50% Chemical fertilizers can be replaced by organic manure and sustainable integrated 

    farming can be adopted.

5. Pests and diseases in the plants will be less so requirement of chemical pesticides can be 
    reduced by 50%.

6. Irrigation water can be saved by 50% as water holding capacity of the soil will be increased and 
    hard water and other waste water can be purified for irrigation by vermi-filteration thereby 
    reducing electricity bill for pumping of irrigation water.

7. Underground water table will be improved because most of the rain water will be absorbed by 
     the soil, so the hand pumps provided by the Govt. in the rural areas will not be deserted.

8. Top fertile soil erosion will be reduced up to 80%.

9. Frequency and intensity of floods will be less because most of the rain water will be absorbed 
    by the soil.

10. No further degradation of the soil, so the poor, alkaline or acidic soil and total wasteland of the 
      country can be converted into fertile land within two years.

11. Diseases among common people will be less because farmers will produce healthy organic 
      vegetables, grains and fruits. So, medical expenses can be reduced by 50%.

12. Reserve of foreign exchange will be increased due to less import of chemical fertilizers.

13. Export of agricultural produces will be increased and higher rates can be fetched on organic 
      products.

14. Most of common hazardous diseases like Cancer, AIDS can be eradicated at grass root level.

15. Consumption of electricity for pumping irrigation water can be reduced by 50%.

16. Expenses on pollution control can be reduced because air, water, soil pollution will be     
      reduced.

17. Yield of agricultural crops will be more in integrated sustainable farming than in 

       conventional farming.

If all above economic calculations are done minutely and accurately and our technology and model for sustainable, self-reliant rural economy is adopted then our country can be debt free within ten years and pollution free, healthy, wealthy, self reliant and prosperous nation can be developed within a very short time period.

As per our model all biodegradable waste can be converted into complete balanced plant food (eco- organic manure) by Earthworm Eco-technology either by providing projects in each and every farm and house or by large scale units established by the govt. or private companies or cooperative societies at each block level. This  humus organic manure (balanced complete plant food) produced should be provided to the farmers and the present conventional farming practices should be discontinued and should be replaced by integrated farming or organic farming practices by all farmers.

If cow-dung of one cow and agro-waste available from one acre land is converted into organic manure then it is sufficient for complete fertilization of one acre land for two crops in a year. For this project only 20 sq. feet area is required on the farm. So to provide self-employment to one rural poor, man or woman, widow or old to earn two to three thousand rupees per month successfully, one cow, one acre land and a 2 Ton (20 sq. feet) vermicomposting project for producing humus bio-fertilizer through Pareek Earthworm Eco-Technology is sufficient. So if the Govt. provides them projects for organic manure production through Pareek Earthworm Eco-Technology which costs Rs.10,000/- per farmer which is only one time investment and works for years, all the rural poor can be self employed within 10 years. This can solve most of the problems of the farmers, villagers, unemployed youth, rural women, common citizens and nation as a whole.

We have already provided our Technology and Model to thousands of farmers as small units and also have established large scale production units distributing Crores of Rupees among rural poor and farmers   for providing cow-dung and bio-degradable agro-wastes to our units. The farmers and rural poor who were not able to meet their daily needs by selling their agricultural produces and milk are now able to fulfill them by selling of cow-dung and bio-degradable wastes and organic manure produced by them by our technology.

We are also to inform you that culture of only red-worms (Eisenia foetida) will not be able to fulfill the requirement of farmers for Integrated Sustainable farming and Organic farming and vermicompost produced by them cannot replace chemical fertilizers completely, but in Earthworm Eco-Technology all types of beneficial earthworms and microbes are cultured. So the organic manure produced by this technology acts as mother’s milk to the plants i.e. it is a complete balanced food for the plants and it has all the required plant nutrients, hormones, enzymes, vitamins, antibiotics and beneficial microbes and cocoons of beneficial earthworms. Hence it can replace chemical fertilizers completely and save a lot of foreign exchange.   

So, we suggest that our Model for Sustainable, Self-reliant Rural Economy and Rural Development should be adopted for the benefit of the nation especially for the benefit of the farmers and rural people.
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
