Our Package for Organic farming

1. For organic farming there are two standards. 

    i.  For Indian market NPOP Certification is applied 

          a) For Horticulture and agriculture crops grace period is one year

          b) For Tea and coffee crops the grace period is two years

    ii. For Export EU Regulation is applied for certification 

          a) For Horticulture and agriculture crops grace period is two years

          b) For Tea and coffee crops the grace period is three years

2. Use of chemical fertilizers and pesticides should be stopped completely.

3. Starting of Vermiculture and Vermicomposting through Earthworm Eco-Technology 

    to recycle bio-degradable organic matter of sufficient capacity to produce 

    vermicasting based humus Biofertilizer (Eco-Organic Manure) on the farm    

    calculating 7.5 Tons for one hectare per year. 

4.  A Certifying agency should be appointed which may charges Rs.50,000/- to
     Rs. 1,00,000/- per Year. 

5.  For one Acre 2.5 tons of VERMIJADOO brand vermicasting based Humus 

     biofertiliser (Eco-Organic Manure) produced through Earthworm Eco-Technology,    

     2.5 Kg Nitrogen fixing microbes, and 2.5 kg mixture of other beneficial microbes 
     i.e. 5kg per Acre is required.
6.  For pest control 2 Litres MEGABOOST (mixture of liquid humus bio-fertilizer and 
     cow urine) and 200ml of BioMultineem in 200 litrs of water should be sprayed 

     throughout the year at the interval of 15-21 days per acre and 200ml Sulphur in  

     200 Litres of water should be sprayed four times in a year as required according  

     to the attack of mites. Biological Control and handpicking should be done for 

     other pests which are not controlled otherwise. 
7.  Weed control should be done manually and the weeds should be recycled 

     through Earthworm Eco-Technology to produce Humus Bio-Fertilizer.

8.  Growing of leguminous plants to improve fertility of the soil.
Note   

In organic farming the plant nutrients are provided by decomposition of Organic matter, humification of organic carbon and mineralization of the humus into the required nutrients, hormones, antibiotics etc. All the above processes are completed with the help of beneficial soil microbes and earthworms. So soil microbes and earthworms and organic matter are the basic requirement of Organic farming. In Earthworm Eco-Technology all types of beneficial microbes and earthworms are cultured and humus bio-fertilizer produced by this technology can provide balanced nutrients to the plants as per their requirement and also has the reserve of nutrients in the form of humus and organic carbon and this process remains continuous thereby maintaining sustainable High yield at low costs. So before starting Organic farming Vermiculture and vermicomposting project through Earthworm Eco-Technology of sufficient capacity to recycle the organic matter should be started on the farm itself. 

ORGANIC FARMING PROGRAMME FOR FIRST YEAR 
1. Apply to get organic conversion Certificate and appointment of organic certificate providing agency.
2. Arrangement for starting of Vermicomposting project of required capacity.
3. Arrangement for marketing of Organic Tea.
4. Demarcation of sections to be converted into organic.
5. Arrangement of separate godowns, separate sprayers, separate records and separate manufacturing of organic Tea or other produce.
6. Arrangement of organic based i.e. Ritha Cleaning powder for cleaning of factory floor.
7. Arrangement and application of 5 Ton Vermicompost per hectare in the month of May.
8. Arrangement and application of 10 Kg Nitrogen fixing microbes per hectare to be mixed with Vermicompost. 
9. Arrangement and spraying of 8 Kg Vermicompost + 4 litrs Megaboost  + 500ml Biomultineem per hectare mixed with water after every 15 days.
10. Arrangement and application of 10 Kg lignin decomposing microbes per hectare to be mixed with Vermicompost.
11. Arrangement and application of rock phosphate as per requirement for mixing with Vermicompost.
      12. Arrangement and application of organic Potash as per requirement.
      13. Arrangement and spraying of Sulphur 1 Ltr per hectare mixing with water,

             4 rounds a year. 
      14. Arrangement of manual weed control by cheeling or sickling and mulching the 
            same in the field.
      15. Growing of leguminous plants in between Tea bushes if possible.
      16. Arrangement and application of second dose of Vermicompost 2.5 Tons per 
            hectare in the month of September or early if yield loss is noticed.
      17. Arrangement of hand collection or manual control of pests which are not  

            controlled by natural, botanical or biological pesticides.
